REFUND AND CANCELLATION POLICY
1. Full refund.
You may cancel enrollment by giving written notice to the school. If notice occurs:
a. Within 5 business days of the date of enrollment, all monies paid shall be refunded.
b. After 5 days of the date of enrollment and prior to classes, the school may retain only the published registration fee. Such a fee shall not exceed 15% of the total tuition cost, or $250, whichever is less.
2. Pro Rata Tuition.
If the student or school terminates training after classes begin, the student is financially obligated to the school according to the following formulas or maximum charges:
a. If a student withdraws prior to completion of 50% of the contracted scheduled hours of the instructional program, the student shall be entitled to a pro rata refund of the tuition charged for scheduled hours, and paid for such an instructional program, less registration fees, supply fees, and any other charges owed by the student; Book, kit and supply fees are non-refundable after the first-class day.
